• Pray for jobs and opportunity for those who are unemployed.  Pray for a way of provision and escape from the 

circumstances of poverty for those who are hungry or homeless.  Pray for help and relief for those who do not 
have enough resources to properly care for themselves and their families.

• Ask God how you can help someone who is struggling with lack of basic needs and demonstrate God’s 
goodness through your life.

• Proclaim liberty in our nation and upon the people of our land.  Pray that the liberty upon which our nation was 
founded will be preserved for us and for generations to come.
